Jorge Macchi in collaboration with Edgardo Rudnitzky

The Argentinean artist Jorge Macchi was the Centre's artist in residence in 2006. Working with the composer Edgardo Rudnitzky, Jorge Macchi created two new installations: The Singers' Room and Twilight. 

The Singers' Room Monday 20 November - Saturday 16 December 2006 The University Gallery, University of Essex, Admission Free. The University Gallery was transformed with an installation of light, sound and poetry. Large sheets of glass hang in a darkened room. A poem by the Uruguayan poet Idea Vilariño was projected on to the glass in such a way that the text slowly appeared then disappeared, moving in time to sounds that emanated from the glass itself. Made specifically for the Gallery, this was a beautiful and haunting work. 

Twilight Thursday 23 November - Friday 22 December 2006 firstsite @ the minories, Colchester, Admission Free. A dimming light moved imperceptibly across a room accompanied by a glass harmonica.
